II.  Course Description - Statistics is the science of how generalizations about a population may be made by examining a sample of the population.  A sample is a subset of a population.  Using samples to achieve generalizations is less costly than doing a census of the entire population and is common in science and business.  Widespread use of computers starting in the 1960's has greatly expanded the use of statistics.  Three credit hours with a prerequisite of MATH 1513
Text:  Essentials of Statistics for Business and Economics 5TH Ed. by Anderson, Sweeney, & Williams, Thompson southwestern Publishing, ISBN 9780324568608 and a calculator with memory and square root function (not a cell phone).  The textbook and calculator are required.

III.  Objectives 
After successfully completing this course you will: have acquired a basic understanding of probability and statistics, understand how to take raw data, perform various statistical calculations, and draw inferences from their results, have a basic understanding of sampling techniques, and be able to evaluate data using several statistical methods.  
IV.  Teaching Methods – The teaching strategy used is lecture and demonstration by the instructor.  Since the main learning objective is improving statistical skills there will be numerous active learning exercises where students either individually or in groups actually do statistics.  The material evolves in a logical fashion and builds upon material covered from the beginning.  Attend class regularly, pay attention, read the book, and ask questions.
