1. In what field(s) of knowledge does this article belong? Examples: Astrophysics; Medieval French Literature.      
2. What problem(s) does this article address? Example: date and authenticate a newly discovered document that might be a third Epistle of Paul to the Corinthians.      
3. What is the key academic literature relevant to the topic? (Briefly identify the key literature discussed by the author/s. Example: David Tait, “From Confidence to Confusion,” a study of the moral teaching of the Episcopal Church, based on official and semi-official documents from 1892 to 1997).      
4. What key theories are discussed and utilized? Examples: string theory; attachment theory.      
5. What is the research design? Be as specific as possible. Example: carbon-dating of manuscript; linguistic analysis; identifying possible references to document in other ancient literature.      
6. Summarize Results. Example: supposed ancient document is a forgery because the paper on which it appears was manufactured after 1900; the vocabulary is significantly different from anything attributed to the apostle Paul; there are no references in the Church Fathers to such a document.      
7. Summarize author/s’ discussion of principal findings and conclusions.      
8. Summarize author/s’ identification of directions for future research.      
9. List key technical terms in the article; include acronyms. Example: Post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD).      
10. Re-read the author/s’ abstract.  Now write an abstract of the article in your own words.
