If you paraphrase extensively, acknowledge that, too (perhaps by a note saying, e.g., In this section I rely on Saddam Hussein, My Approach to Genocide, pages 1505-7129). 

There are various systems for referencing the materials we consult (APA, MLA, Chicago, etc.)  Your work will be easier if you use one of these well-established systems. It is not important which one you choose.  The bottom line is clarity and consistency: can anyone easily find the material you refer to, and are you consistent in the ways in which you reference it?
