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The CITI human subjects research educational program consists of a Basic Course of 12 modules for Biomedical investigators, 11 modules specifically prepared for Investigators conducting Social / Behavioral research and 5 General Interest modules.
The course is hosted on secure servers at the University of Miami and the CITI office at the University of Miami retains all records in strict confidence.   When the user completes the required course materials:

· The learner can print / download a Completion Report that details the learners accomplishments. 

· A copy of the Completion Report is emailed to the institutional key trainer or IRB administrator. 

· The learner may complete a voluntary satisfaction survey. 

· The learner may retain to the course site and download a copy of the completion report as needed. 

· An administrator at each institution will have access to the CITI Report Utilities to view the progress of an individual learner or to download aggregate training data. 

· The administrator also has access to the comments submitted by their learners about the course site 
All researchers at RSU who wish to submit an IRB application must first complete the Basic CITI course.

To use the CITI program – 
· Go to https://www.citiprogram.org/default.asp
· If you have not used the CITI program before – you will have to register. Follow the directions on the screen on the link titled Register for CITI course.

· Select Rogers State Unversity from the All Others menu – you will then have to fill in your profile information and create a username and password.

To Start the Course:

· Enroll in a Learner Group appropriate for your role in human subject research. 

· On the Learner Menu choose Basic CITI Course or a CITI Refresher Course.    

· The required and optional modules are listed in the Grade Book. 

· Complete the required modules and associated quizzes. 

· Complete any optional modules that may be of interest to you. 

The Basic Course will require 4-6 hours to complete.   You are encouraged to use multiple log on sessions. 
To Complete the Course:

· The minimum "passing" aggregate score for the quizzes has been set by your institution.  A running tally is compiled in the Grade Book.   If you want to improve a score on a quiz, you may repeat any quiz in which you didn't score 100 % correct.  

· Print or download a Course Completion Report as evidence that you have met your institutional requirements.  A copy will be sent to the RSU IRB administrator. 

· Submit a voluntary, anonymous user satisfaction survey. 
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
