e Be afemale and currently enrolled or soon-to-be enrolled as a “non-traditional” student

e Be willing to submit income information if requested

Completed applications must be received by 1:00 p.m., November 9, 2017. Interviews for finalists will be held in
December 2017. Scholarship recipients will be recognized at the Junior League of Tulsa Mentorship Luncheon on
Thursday, January 25, 2018.
